He is currently chairman or board member of several national and international 
health and research organisations and charities. He became a member of the Royal Netherlands 
Academy of Science in 2008 and is a fellow of the Royal College of Physicians in the United 
Kingdom.  Since April 2021 he is president of the Dutch National Research Council.
